It is a small
square, usually in pink, with a pencil on it and it says box top. Your child can collect
fifty of these, attach them to the box top form on the school web site under forms and
hand them in for a jean day.

We need the UPC symbols from
participating products or bottle caps from other participating products (V8 and
Prego). Some products say labels for education right on the object and some do not.

Only place UPC’s without a point value on them or any that say 1
point. There are separate sheets for the 5 and 10 point labels. If you have a lot of the
5 or 10 point labels let me know and | will gladly get you the proper form.
